Files and Rasps
1. Are used to shape and remove small amounts of wood.
2. Files/Rasps are used after sawing in order to prepare the wood for sanding.
3. The teeth of a file are small inclined planes.

4. Files and Rasps only remove material when you push them forward (tip to handle).
5. Rasps have larger teeth and are used to remove more material.
6. There are four different styles or shapes of files and rasps.

7. Never use a file without a secure handle.
8. Secure the work piece in a clamp or vise.

9. Hold the file with one hand on the handle and the other on the tip.

10. Push the file forward, using the entire cutting surface.   Lift and repeat.

11. Clean the file after each use with a file card.
