Course Description

Introduction to Business is an introductory course for freshmen and sophomores interested in exploring career opportunities in the world of business. Students become acquainted with all aspects of business and its role in the nation’s economic system. Units covered include the economic system, economic role of business, the role of consumers, banking, office practices, business technology and communication, and human resource management. Students also explore career opportunities in business law, finance and management and are introduced to topics covered in the other business electives offered at the high school. Business simulations and projects are an integral part of the course.

[image: image2.wmf]Students will be given a student workbook.  Students need to purchase a notebook for this class which will organize notes and handouts.  A three-ring binder is highly suggested.  Books will be assigned on a “sign-out” basis.
Grading – General

Classwork/Homework, quizzes, tests and projects will be calculated on a point basis and translated to a letter grade according to the grading scale of the school to determine each marking period grade. Grades should be checked frequently at powerschool.carlisleschools.org.  Quiz, Test, and other dates will also be listed in PowerSchool prior to the quiz or test.
Classwork will consist mostly of notes which will be due on Test Days and Workbook pages which will be due on Quiz Days.  Notes and workbook pages will NOT be accepted after these days for any type of credit. Partial credit will be assigned if assignments are turned in by the due date and are partially finished.  The only exception will be absences on Quiz or Test days.  Absences before Quiz or Test days will NOT be an excuse.  Quiz days and Test days will be listed in PowerSchool prior to the quiz or test.
